 The main achievement of the Chinese Canadian Chiropractic Society in 2002 thus far is its inclusion 
in the FCCP.  Our mission is to increase awareness of chiropractic within the Chinese community, 
create helpful bonds among member chiropractors and provide means to network and socialize with 
other Chinese professionals.  By joining FCCP, we are able to accomplish more than we would 
otherwise be able to achieve alone.  In May, we held an information booth at Pacific Mall.  Here we 
spoke with many people about chiropractic and also performed complimentary spinal screenings to 
illustrate indicators of spinal health.  Later that month, we helped sponsor the Chinese Cultural 
Centre’s Imperial Ball by donating prizes and placing an advertisement in their program.   Our next 
big event was the Chinese Cultural Centre Health Awareness Day.  Two chiropractors served on the 
organizing committee for the event, Dr. Percy Chan and myself.  The theme this year was: “Be Pain-
Free... Prevention and Treatment of Pain”.   In addition to a roster of medical lecturers speaking to a 
full house, there were interactive workshops in chiropractic, acupuncture, massage, physiotherapy, 
and nutrition.  In the open spaces and library, there were sponsor booths, community agency 
booths, and medical and chiropractic testing booths.  These were also a great hit with the public as 
they were able to compare their results (ie. flexibility, blood pressure, bone density, posture, etc) 
with last year’s result, their friends’ and with the norm.  Coming up soon is the Asian Student 
Games at Centennial College where the CCCS will be having a booth to talk about chiropractic and 
offer its services to the participants.  The CCCS is still a fledgling society, but we have great hopes 
for the future as we slowly grow and promote ourselves in the community.
