ACCLO PRIVACY POLICY



From January 1, 2004, all businesses engaged in commercial activities must comply with the Personal Information Protection and Electronic Documents Act (the “Act”) and the Canadian Standards Association Model Code for the protection of personal information, which it incorporates.  These obligations may or may not extend to the ACCLO   The Act gives you rights concerning the privacy of your personal information.


The ACCLO is responsible for the personal information we collect and hold.  To ensure this accountability, we have developed this policy.

Purposes for Collection of Personal Information

The ACCLO collects personal information for the following limited purposes:


(i) 
to establish and maintain membership lists for the ACCLO and the Federation of Chinese Canadian Professionals of Ontario (FCCP); 


(ii)
for internal purposes including the dissemination of newsletters and information from the ACCLO and FCCP. 

What Personal Information Do We Collect?

Personal information is any information that identifies you, or by which your identity could be deduced.  We collect and use your personal information in order to provide you with membership benefits and information.  We restrict the collection of personal information only to that information that is necessary for the purposes noted above.  We are committed to collecting personal information in a fair, open and lawful manner.


In most cases, we shall ask you to specifically consent if we collect, use, or disclose your personal information.  Sometimes, your consent may be implied through your conduct with us.

Use of Your Information

We use your personal information to provide membership information and services to you as a member of the ACCLO and FCCP.  We may disclose your professional information for the purposes of referring your legal services to another member.


The ACCLO does not disclose your personal information to any third party to enable them to market their products and services.  For example, we do not provide our members  mailing lists to other third parties except the FCCP.


ACCLO stores and maintains personal information in conformity with the requirements of the Personal Information Protection and Electronic Documents Act and the model code for the protection of personal information created and approved by the Canadian Standards Association.

Disclosure of Your Personal Information

Under certain circumstances, ACCLO will disclose your personal information:

When we are required or authorized by law to do so, for example if a court issues a subpoena;

If we engage a third party to provide administrative services to us (like computer backup services or archival file storage) and the third party is bound by our privacy policy;
